Penalty Abatement requires a showing of “reasonable cause” which may include, but is not limited to such events as: delinquent or unpaid receivables, employee errors, bad advice from a competent tax professional, embezzlement or theft, acts of God and natural disasters, divorce, illness or death, etc. Proper presentation and documentation is critical in order to receive an abatement of penalties. Accordingly to Client, reasonable cause exists as defined herein.

UNION CONSULTING INC. will thoroughly investigate the underlying reasons that resulted in the assessment of penalties and if those reasons qualify the Taxpayer for a 
reduction or elimination of the penalty, UNION CONSULTING INC. will prepare a comprehensive 
and persuasive request for abatement. Proper presentation and documentation is critical in order to receive an abatement of penalties.

In the event that the IRS and/or State become unmanageable to UNION CONSULTING INC.’s resolution strategy, UNION CONSULTING INC. will exercise the right to appeal by seeking intervention from a Group Manager and/or Tax Advocacy Division whereby the collection officer’s decision may be reviewed and overturned.
